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This course is served as a foundation for Public Policy. It comprises three
parts and will last for one academic year, Firstly, the theories of public
policy will be explored., Secondly, policy processes, In this part, policy
formulation, policy legitimation, policy implementation, and policy evaluation
will be discussed in details through lecturing and group discussions. Thirdly,
the course will conclude with the new concepts of public policy. By

understanding the basic ideas of public policy, students can pursue

intermediate and advanced courses of public policy.
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
