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The goal of this course is to introduce ideas and listening

strategies to deepen your relationship with music. Music as the central axis,
horizontal to explore the western classical music development and evolution
of styles, vertical understanding of the nature and structure of music,
musical instruments, types of musical forms, and musician biographies, etc.
Finally, among the great classical works, students will have a deeper
knowledge and appreciation of the history, aesthetics, techniques, forms, and
genres of Western classical music.
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
