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This course introduces the theories and practices of competency—based
curriculum and instruction, and develops students abilities and interests in
research about curriculum and instruction for the disadvantaged students.
Contents include the approaches of competency—based curriculum and
instruction, learning problems and teachers' teaching dilemmas of
competency-based curriculum and instruction, curriculum design and
textbook transformation for competency-based curriculum and instruction,
etc.
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
