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The course aims to introduce the development and governance of
globalization and sustainable development. It scrutinizes how globalization
shapes the global economy, restructures economic and social relations,
weakens nation—state sovereignty, and poses challenges to global governance
in cross—cutting issues. In addition, the course emphasizes the socioeconomic
and environmental problems induced by globalization to reflect the pros and

cons of globalization and sustainable development,
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
