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This course aims to cultivate sustainable finance talents and enhance
financial literacy through a research project. It focuses on integrating
"teamwork experiential learning' into the "sustainable finance" curriculum to
boost students' academic performance in the field. Additionally, the course
incorporates discussions on ESG-related application issues to deepen learners'
understanding of sustainable finance and develop their sustainable financial
literacy.
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
