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This course will not focus on specific events in the trilateral relations
between the US, China, and Taiwan, Instead, it will center around the
impacts of the rise or fall of great powers on the international system. For
example, we will not study the Taiwan Relations Act (TRA): rather, we will
look at the US grand strategy of balance of power during the formation of
the TRA. Henceforth, the course emphasizes the rise and decline of great

powers and how other states adjust to the fortune of great powers,
