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This course aims to nurture students into agents of sustainable exploration,
helping them understand the pivotal role libraries play in the SDGs,
Particularly, libraries are indispensable in achieving SDGs objectives such as
providing quality education, and reducing inequalities, The course centers on
providing quality education and addressing inequality issues as its key focus.
Through the utilization of the "Quality Talk" small group teaching method,
students are encouraged to engage in discussions and develop independent
thinking and critical analysis skills regarding SDGs topics.
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
