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The philology course in the last semester has established students' basic
concepts of philology and ancient writing concepts, and the course in the
next semester is divided into two main axes, The first is the theory of
characters, and the second is the evolution and application of characters,
The purpose is to enable students to have a complete view of the history
of Chinese characters, and understand the evolution of Chinese characters,
and then apply what they have learned to practical life,
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
