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This course divides the history of Chinese medicine into six sections
according to the sequence of the historical process. In each section, we will
introduce three to four representative medical and medical topics. In addition
to the six major sections we the course will cover the turbulent
transformations that have occurred in TCM throughout the past four
centuries, Finally, we will consider the influence of 21-century developments
such as artificial intelligence and big data, on TCM.,
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
