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Literature focuses on the comprehension and appreciation of words while
theatre focuses on the transformation from words to stage. Images, videos,
play texts and theatrical exercises will be applied as materials to introduce
contemporary performing arts to the students. In addition to introducing
various performing forms, the students will also be asked to conduct a
theatre piece in order to further understand the making of theatrical works.
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
