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Sustainable development and ESG reporting is the relatively new practices in
the accounting field, and they have been growing importantly and rapidly.
This course is designed to target practical developing of skills on this
emerging issue for students. The course includes the topics on sustainable
accounting standards (SASB), sustainability reporting (GRI), and financial
disclosures on climate change (TCFD).
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
