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This course covers the first half of the contexts of Microeconomics, We will
examine competitive markets and show that competition has very desirable
properties through a mixture of calculus, algebra, and graphs to define
economic theory. Major topics include: Supply and demand, a consumer's
constrained choice, consumer welfare and policy analysis, firms and
production, and costs,
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
