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This course will introduce the markets, theories and practice of international
finance, The topics covered include the evolution of international financial
systems, the understanding of international payments, the determination of
exchange rate and the foreign exchange markets, the basic concepts of
hedging, arbitraging, and speculating, and the operation of options, futures,
and swaps.
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
