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This course introduces the background of the current status of economic
globalization from several aspects, like the international trade, international
finance, factors of production and international institutions. This course also
provides information regarding Taiwan's current status of its economic
globalization, Finally, based on the basic knowledge introduced in the class,
this course tries to investigate how to develop Taiwan's industries in the
future.

In addition, this class introduces the concepts of sustainable development
(e.g., carbon emission trading).
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
