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What is logic? Logic is the study of inference and an important tool,
whether deductive or inductive, for expanding knowledge. To obtain correct
and useful inferential knowledge, learning logic is the most direct and
efficient way! This course will systematically introduce sentential logic,
which is the basis for training critical thinking and learning predicate logic,
philosophy of science, and philosophy of language.
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
