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It is an important proposition in Chinese academics that literature and
history should not be separated. History seeks truth and literature seeks
beauty. There are many important literary works immersed in the annals of
history, Classical literature researchers must read history books, and they
must also be able to read history books. The solid foundation course focuses
on historical and biographical literature, guiding students to explore the
significance of not separating literature and history.
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
