This
course introduce the historical context and key issues of Oversea Chinese in
Southeast Asia. Leading students to understand the development process of
Overseas Chinese to Ethnic Chinese. Thought the "people-oriented"
perspective, leading students to understand the history of Chinese in
Southeast Asia from the aspects of time (history of immigration), target
(Overseas Chinese), place(hometown of Overseas Chinese/ country of
residence) and policy (overseas compatriot Policy).
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
