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This course is designed to develop practical Japanese conversational skills, It
emphasizes pronunciation, intonation, polite expressions, and conversational
fluency. Through diverse activities, students also enhance their collaboration
skills and creativity, The curriculum incorporates the use of anime and
dramas as learning materials, as well as PPT—-based dramatic readings. These
activities help students improve their accuracy and expressiveness in
Japanese while effectively enhancing their listening and speaking skills.
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Students will utilize the Japanese conversational
skills acquired during their first and second years in
the course and present their own opinions,
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Through the use of audiovisual media in instruction,
students will gain an understanding of the current
state of education in Japan.
