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This course builds on the filmmaking processes learned in the first semester,
culminating in a documentary video as a graduation project. Students will
work in teams to research, film, write scripts, and edit projects based on
themes selected earlier, The course also prepares students for Japanese job
interviews, covering theory and practical skills like mock interviews to build
confidence, It is primarily for students who completed the first semester and
aim to create a "video project' as their graduation work, The course
develops practical Japanese proficiency and filmmaking skills,
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
