This course is designed as a second-semester exploration of applications of
economics. In addition to some selected topics related to microeconomics, it
primarily focuses on macroeconomic concepts and their applications. Key
topics include the Keynesian model, the dynamics of money supply and
demand, economic growth, and other fundamental concepts and models in
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
