Administration, By guiding the students to investigate the big issues of
public administration, the course specifically emphasizes the aim of helping
students to learn the knowledge about how to employ related theories and
techniques to analyze and solve administrative problems in the real world,
Secondly, this semester's course adopts project—based learning and
simulation—-based learning to promote pedagogical innovation and enhance
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
