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Service—Learning provides a context for talking aboutlearning in terms of
not only what students know but also what they are able to do. Critical to
this type of learning is building in time for students to reflect on their
service experience, Reflection time helps students make the connection
between classroom and community learning, and ensures they understand the
extent to which they can impact positive change.
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
