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Teach students to fully understand all the ‘international financial
management related knowledge and concept when managing an MNC
including the international monetary system, the effect of the global financial
crisis, country risk, BOP, FX market, exchange rates determination, FX risk
management, Euromarkets, emerging market, cross—strait events and New
Southbound Policy, cost of capital of foreign investment, corporate strategy,
corporate budgeting..etc.
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
