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This course aims to introduce the division of responsibilities, interaction
models, and decision—making processes of EU institutions within the
framework of global governance, thereby providing a deeper understanding
of the formulation of EU external policies. The course focuses on the
interactions among the three main decision—making bodies of the EU—the
European Council, the European Parliament, and the European
Commission—and analyzes the EU's policies in areas such as foreign policy,

trade, and the promotion of normative power,
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
