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This course is designed to serve as a pathway for students to quickly gain
an understanding of Taiwan's unique reality.

The course consists of 16 units, each focusing on a specific topic, such as
the settlement process,

ethnic groups and their social structures, religious

beliefs, customs and traditions, food culture, the democratic system, social
movements, artistic activities, and economic development,
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
