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The course will first discuss some important concepts in Economics,
including the first and the second theorems of welfare economics. Then, the
course discusses market structures. After the midterm, the course introduces
the game theory and examines oligopoly models by using the equilibrium
concepts in game theory. Finally, I will introduce some common empirical
methods and some important issues reported in Economist magazine,
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
