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introduces the latest perspectives.

For Taiwanese society, Japan is a close presence in terms of both
geographical space and historical culture, and it is also an important
competitor. This course systematically introduces the development process of
Japanese society over the past century under the national goal of
'confronting all nations. In addition to conveying the general views of the
Japanese historiography community on each historical event, it also
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
