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This course guides students to explore the historical context of Taiwan's
long—-standing interaction with the ocean and to understand the crucial role
of the ocean in Taiwan's historical development. By engaging with recent
scholarly works on Taiwan and ocean-related topics, students will examine
how historians analyze and interpret historical phenomena, thereby building
a solid foundation in critical thinking and historical research. Assessment
includes attendance, a midterm evaluation, and a group presentation for the

final . If enrollment is high, a final exam will be used instead.
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
