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This course is a practicum-—oriented course that aims to lead students to
explore the methodology of fieldwork and to learn how to understand local
knowledge and social culture through observation, interviewing, recording,
and analyzing. Students will be guided to complete a small-scale field
project through observation and interviewing exercises in the field. The
course will emphasize the initiation of perception, the construction of
narratives, and the respect of ethics, so that students can develop the basic
