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The course Exploring Sustainability introduces core concepts of sustainability
and the UN SDGs, emphasizing their impact on society, environment, and
economy, Using design thinking, students learn to integrate sustainability
into daily life and future design. Combining theory with practice, the course
builds interdisciplinary problem-solving skills and equips students with tools
to foster sustainable mindsets and actions,
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the UN SDGs, and analyze their interconnections
with society, the environment, and the economy.
