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This course introduces the purposes, types, and value of educational program
design, and develops students’ core competencies in planning, designing,
implementing, and evaluating programs, Through lectures, readings,
discussions, group projects, and field visits, students explore applications
across diverse fields and contexts. The course is especially suitable for those
pursuing careers in human services, education, community development, or
NGOs, Basic research methods in program design are also introduced to
support the integration of theory and practice,
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Students will become familiar with the basic
concepts and practices of program design and
develop preliminary research skills in the field,
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Students will be able to conduct needs assessments
and formulate the purposes and objectives of
educational programs,
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Students will demonstrate an appreciation for the
value of educational program design in promoting
social change and public well-being, and show
commitment to its meaningful application,
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
