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This course develops Japanese writing through a “One Genre per Week”
approach, covering narrative, descriptive, procedural, opinion, suggestion, and
letter writing, Grammar points from the textbook are practiced in context,
such as “¥9. %7 ~ &L %9” for opinions., AMBTI
activities are included to help students explore self-understanding and
express their ideas in Japanese,
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This course trains Japanese writing through a “One
Genre per Week” approach, covering narrative,
descriptive, procedural, opinion, suggestion, and
letters. Grammar points from the textbook are
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practiced in context, while MBTI activities encourage
self-understanding. Students will improve idea
organization, grammar accuracy, and cross—cultural
communication skills.
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
