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Political development is the process by which a political system evolves
from one state to another, During this process, the political system gradually
resolves the political crises of its development, With each resolution, the
political system becomes more accepted by the citizens, Democracy and
fairness have become universal values, but the conditions for political
development vary from country to country. This course will also reflect on
the history of Taiwan's political development.
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
