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This course is divided into three main parts., The first part introduces the
organizational functions, operating systems and legislative procedures of the
congress, the second part describes the different modes of participation and
practical operation of legislators in congress, and the third part explains the
business models of legislators in their constituencies and their interaction
with the constituencies. On the whole, the first part is a more static
introduction to the system, while the second and third parts are more

focused on the dynamic behavior analysis of legislators.
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
