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This course covers a wide range of performing arts, aiming to guide
students in appreciating and experiencing contemporary dance in an
accessible manner, The course content combines theory and practice, offering
an interdisciplinary perspective that includes dance and drama, music,
painting, literature, and technology, It also cultivates students' creative
thinking through their own experience of contemporary dance, ballet, Peking
opera, and physical exploration. The course goal is to develop students'
diverse physical expression abilities, embodying the concept that "life itself is
an art."
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By means of learning and exploring European,
American, and Asian contemporary dance history in
its socio—cultural context, including backgrounds and
and styles of the selected works of the

learnings between dance and theatre, music, fine
arts, literature and technology, the student will be
able to develop an appreciation for concert
dance/theater and interdisicipinary arts.
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Through various practical experiences of
contemporary dance, ballet, Peking opera, and
physical development, the student will be able to
cultivate nonverbal, physical and aesthetic expression
and gain enjoyment in the dancing,
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Through exploring the relatiohship between oneself
and others and environment or nature and working
collaboratively and cooperatively with classmates in
groups, the student will be able to cultivate
enthusiasm in him/herself and with others and
expand the horizons of life, so that "life itself is an
art" can become possible,
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
