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This course introduces Southeast Asia from both historical and contemporary
perspectives, Focusing on the post — World War II period, it examines how
the region reflects and shapes global transformations. With a
Taiwan—centered yet comparative approach, students will learn to view
Southeast Asia through historical lenses and connect it to the people, events,
and issues around them today.
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
