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The course ‘Current International Politics” is designed to guide students in
grasping the dynamics of today's global political and economic landscape,
while cultivating sharp observation and analytical skills toward major
international issues. Focusing on recent global events, the course covers both
politics and economics, with an emphasis on exploring historical contexts and
structural factors. Students will learn to interpret international news from
multiple perspectives and to present arguments supported by logic and
evidence,
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
