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This course begins with globalization theory and the perspective of cultural
flows, guiding students to explore how changes in the global system deeply
impact Taiwan and cross-—strait relations through their lived experiences,
Using Appadurai’s "five scapes' model, the course analyzes the transnational
flows of culture, people, technology, capital, and ideologies, Through case
studies such as the Korean Wave, TikTok, religion, and urban cultural
spaces, it examines how China expands its influence through culture and
media.
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
