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By examining Taiwan's strategic position in the Indo-Pacific region through
the lenses of geostrategy, industrial strategy, and national defense strategy,
this course aims to help students understand Taiwan's current role in the
international strategic landscape. The goal is to explore how Taiwan can
strike a strategic balance among traditional security, non—traditional security,
and cognitive security in an increasingly complex regional environment,
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
