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In the history of the development of human civilization, different religious
traditions have developed unique ways of liberation and the possibility of
salvation regarding the ultimate reality. Religion focuses on why humans
suffer and further seeks healing, starting from the physical or spiritual level,
which is different from secular medical treatment. This course focuses on
religious understanding of disease, develops traditions of health preservation
and practice, and shapes the healing characteristics of religion,
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
