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This course begins with modern Japan—an era more familiar to
students—and gradually traces back to ancient society. By adopting a
“reverse chronological” approach, students will explore contemporary Japanese
social phenomena, cultural characteristics, and political systems, while
simultaneously reflecting on their historical roots and developmental
