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This course mainly introduces various learning psychology and behaviors, as
well as their related theories and influencing factors, and develops students’
abilities and interests in research about learning psychology. Contents
include: learning theory, perception and learning, attention and learning,
memory and learning, ability and intelligence, personality and learning,
motivation and emotion, thinking and language, stress and adjustment, etc,
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
