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The role of the Republic of China in the international community is unique,
Since its reform, the Republic of China has experienced internal turmoil,
external aggression, and the split between the Kuomintang and the
Communist Party after the civil war, Its foreign policy has always played a

very important role,
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The rise and fall of a country is closely related to
its foreign policy. Therefore, this course will lead
students to understand the foreign policies adopted
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by the Republic of China in different periods
according to the deduction of time. What are the
subjective and objective conditions based on? The
impact of its foreign policy on the development of
the Republic of China and its future development

are also the focus of this course,
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
