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In order to prevent attacks on the homeland from non-state actors such as
terrorists and malicious adversaries, the United States has proposed the
concept of homeland security and its evolving practices to protect critical
infrastructure and strengthen national resilience, The military also plays an
indispensable supporting role, so it must not only take into account the
possibility of traditional wars between countries, but also consider the
preparations for non—-war military operations, and thus improve the
cooperation between military and civilian relations to ensure national
security.
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
