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Through the course, let students understand the historical evolution and
recent development of the People's Liberation Army, and gain a better
understanding of Indo-Pacific Security situation. Lead students to conduct
research on the PLA through presentations and discussions in class,
intensifying students' thinking and continuing thinking about future research.
To establish an understanding and understanding of the military development
of the CCP in order to know oneself and the enemy.
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
