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This course examines security in South and Southeast Asia through

non - Western IR perspectives, addressing India’s strategic culture, ASEAN’s
security community, postcolonial critiques, and contemporary multilateral
practices. It equips students to analyze regional security approaches and
compare the strategic cultures and architectures of the two regions,
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security and economic prosperity.
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
