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This course presents a macro—level overview of architectural development
through a chronological framework, integrating both Eastern and Western
architectural histories. Teaching is conducted through a game—based “escape
room” learning model that emphasizes collaboration and active inquiry.
Students are randomly assigned to teams of three before each class. Every
session is structured around ten themed challenge checkpoints, requiring
teams to divide tasks, conduct research, analyze information, and solve
problems collaboratively,
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
