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This course explores dance as a cultural language, connecting body, history,
belief, and society. Students engage with Taiwan's local dance theater,
Indigenous traditions, and diverse forms from Asia, Africa, Europe, and the
Americas, gaining insight into aesthetics, rituals, and embodied vocabularies,
Through video screenings, movement exploration, and discussion, they
encounter Peking opera, ballet, and contemporary dance. Midterm reflection
and final presentations consolidate learning, fostering awareness, cultural
understanding, and creative expression. No prior dance experience required,
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
