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The Globalization has reached a more radical phase than before. Moreover,
after the Cold War all nations identify themselves with their original
cultures and accordingly many conflicts broke out. This course introduce the
mutual influence as well as the conflict among different cultures. Besides it
will take the effects of the globalization in the other fields into account the
point out the influence of these effects on the cultural issues.
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
