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Socrates defines philosophy as = the love of wisdom, and thus recognizing
one’s ignorance means the beginning of wisdom. According to this, this
course at first surveys the general inclinations toward ignorance by
philosophical speculation over the issues of “truth,” “goodness,” “beauty,” and
“holiness”. Then with the practical cases in the class group discussion, such
as ‘the prerequisites of knowledge,” “the criteria for moral judgment,”

this course aims to cultivate the students’ competences in cooperation and
immediate response,
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
